Some common font families include Times New Roman, Arial, Verdana, and Courier New.
Default Font Characteristics     in Notepad:
· Font: Courier New

· Font Size: 10pt

· Style: Regular (not bold or italicized)

Font Style:
Font Style refers to the variations of a font family, such as:
· Regular: The standard version of the font.

· Bold: Makes the text thicker, often used for emphasis.

· Italic: Slants the text to the right, used for emphasis or to indicate titles or foreign words.

· Underline: Adds a line below the text.
Font Size:

Font Size defines the height of the characters. It is usually measured in points (pt) in print or pixels (px) on digital screens. For example, a 12-point font is commonly used for general text in documents.
