Average IF and Average IFs:-

In Microsoft Excel, the functions AVERAGEIF and AVERAGEIFS are used to calculate the average (mean) of a range of values based on one or more conditions or criteria. They are especially useful when you need to perform conditional averaging.
AVERAGEIF Function:

The AVERAGEIF function calculates the average of a range of cells based on a single condition or criteria.

FORMULA:
=AVERAGEIF (range, criteria, [average range])

· Range: The range of cells that you want to apply the criteria to.

· Criteria: The condition that must be met to include the corresponding value in the average. This could be a number, text, expression, or even a cell reference.
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[average range] (Optional): The actual cells to average if different from the range. If omitted, Excel will average the cells in the range.




2. AVERAGEIFS Function:
The AVERAGEIFS function calculates the average of a range of values based on multiple conditions or criteria.

FORMULA:
=AVERAGEIFS (average range, range1, criteria1, [range2], [criteria2],)

· Average range: The actual cells to average.

· range1, range2, the ranges to apply the criteria to.

· criteria1, criteria2, the conditions that must be met in the corresponding ranges.
