What is a Comment in MS Word?

A comment in MS Word is a note that you can add to a part of your document without changing the actual text. It's like writing a sticky note on a page, but in digital form. Comments are usually used to give feedback, ask questions, or suggest changes.
You can add a comment by:

· Selecting the text, you want to comment on.

· Going to the “Review” tab.

· Clicking on “New Comment.”

The comment will appear in the margin, linked to the text you selected. Others can see it and reply to it, which is very useful when working on a document with a team.
Why we use Comments in MS Word?
1) To Give Feedback

Comments are useful for giving suggestions or pointing out issues in the document without editing the main content.
2) To Ask Questions

If you're unsure about something in the text, you can add a comment to ask a question for the author or editor.
3) For Group Work or Team Projects

When multiple people are working on the same document, comments help team members communicate and collaborate easily.
4) To Review Without Changing Content

Comments allow reviewers to share their thoughts without changing or deleting the original writing, keeping the author’s work safe and untouched.
Steps to Insert a Comment in MS Word:

Step 1: Open Your Document

Open the Word document where you want to add a comment.

Step 2: Select the Text
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Highlight or click on the word, sentence, or paragraph where you want to add the comment.

Step 3: Go to the “Review” Tab

At the top of the screen, click on the “Review” tab in the ribbon (toolbar).
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Step 4: Click “New Comment”

In the “Review” tab, click on “New Comment.”

A comment box will appear on the right side (in the margin). 

Step 5: Type Your Comment

Type your message or note in the comment box. It will be linked to the text you selected.
What is Word Count in MS Word?
Word Count in MS Word is a feature that shows the number of words, characters, paragraphs, and pages in your document. It's a helpful tool for writers, students, or anyone who needs to meet specific length requirements (e.g., word limits for essays, articles, or reports).
The Word Count tool provides detailed statistics about your document, not just the number of words, but also the number of characters with and without spaces, the number of paragraphs, lines, and even the number of pages, depending on your settings.
How to Use Word Count in MS Word?
You can check the word count in two ways:

Quick View in Status Bar

Look at the bottom-left corner of the screen. The number of words in the document will be displayed there.

If you want to include/exclude footnotes, endnotes, or textboxes, click on it for more options.


Using the Word Count Tool

· Go to the “Review” tab.


· Click on “Word Count.” 
· A window will pop up showing detailed information like words, characters, paragraphs, etc. 

· You can choose to include/exclude certain elements like textboxes or footnotes.

➤ Maybe mention any constellations you recognized or how it made you feel.

"disconnect from our busy lives and reconnect with nature"

➤ Strong message—perhaps expand on what you learned or plan to do differently now.
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
