Ordered and unordered lists can be used to create interactive elements like navigation menus, to-do lists, and more, enhancing user engagement.

Proper use of lists ensures that content is accessible to users with disabilities. Screen readers can announce the number of items in a list and their order, providing context to visually impaired users
Types of HTML Lists

HTML provides different types of lists to display data in various forms. Each list contains one or more list items.
1. Unordered List: Displays items using bullets.

2. Ordered List: Displays items in a numerical sequence, and supports various numbering styles like Arabic numerals, Roman numerals, and so on. An ordered list is used for items that need to be displayed in a specific sequence. Items in an ordered list are typically marked with numbers or letters.

3. Definition List: Organizes items in a format similar to a dictionary, with terms and their corresponding definitions.
4. Nested List: A nested list shows items arranged in levels. The main items come first, and related sub-items are placed underneath them with an indent to show the relationship.
Unordered List:

An Unordered list is a list of items that are marked with burden. The Unordered list is created by using <ul>tag are the list items in the list are created by </ul> tag and the list items in the list are created by <li> tag.
The elements are typically indicated by bullet points (•) but can be customized with disc (◦), circle (o), and square shapes (■).

Nested List:
A nested list is a list that is placed inside another list in HTML, used to display sub-items under a main item.
